WHEN TO CALL? Only for urgent reasons,
such as sudden chest pain, poisoning by
household cleaning products,
unconsciousness, fainting and bleeding,
seizures, sudden and intense shortness of
breath, etc.

If possible, avoid going to the Emergency
Care Units (UPAs) on week days, unless
when you are told to by the professionals
at the nearest Basic Health Unit.
